New tier forms will be mailed to you on June 30   
  Every income form will expire June 30, 2010, no 

matter when it was approved. Each current provider 

will be mailed new tier information on the last day in 

June. New providers will be mailed the required tier 

forms on an individual basis. 

  Your tier is important because it determines how 

much you are paid. Tier one is the higher rate. 

  The deadline for return of tier forms is Friday, July 

30. Federal rules do not allow adjustments for late, 

missing, or incomplete tier paperwork.  

   If you don’t receive new tier information by July 

16, contact Mary T. at 800-783-9322, ext. 7246.  [1/1] 

Important - commercial combination foods 

  A commercial combination food is a store-bought 

product that combines two or more menu 

components in one food item. A few examples are 

pizza, lasagna, and corn dogs.  

  The product you serve must meet food program 

requirements, and must match the product code on 

the approved products list. (See pp. 46-51 of your 

8/09 Provider Manual.) You must serve enough of 

the product to meet the meal pattern requirement 

for each child.  

  Your area coordinator will ask to see the product 

package to verify the brand or the CN label.   

  If you serve a product that isn’t on the list in the 

manual, you must call the 800 number on the 

product package and request a product analysis 

sheet. The sheet will tell you how much meat/meat 

alternate and bread/grain and or fruit/vegetable 

components per serving. You must keep this 

information on file in your binder.  

  Many commercial combination foods are expensive 

and contain extra fat, sugar, and salt that aren’t good 

for kids. The WECA Food Program encourages you 

to limit these items and to serve homemade items to 

children in care as often as possible.  [1/2]  

 

 
 

You must keep your food program records    

  Federal rules state that you must keep food 

program records for three years plus the current 

fiscal year. Records for the current year must be 

easily accessible on site. Records for the previous 

three years can be stored onsite, or where they can be 

easily accessed within a reasonable time.  [2/2] 
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Join the bunch!  

  About one-third of you are now claiming online, 

and about half use direct deposit for your food 

program checks.  

  Online claiming is free with CACFP.Net! Go to 

cacfp.net/mfcc with your six-digit provider number 

and your four-digit PIN. Just log in and go; it’s easy!

  The direct deposit information and enrollment form 

are on WECA’s website: wisconsinearlychildhood.org. 

Click on Food Program, Downloads, and 

Downloadable Forms, to select and print. Or ask 

your area coordinator for the forms.

 If you perform infant care 

  You are required to offer, at no cost to parents, at 

least one approved iron-fortified infant formula to 

each infant in care. You must enter the name of this 

formula on the Parent/Provider Formula Agreement 

you submit for each infant. (See p. 40 of your 8/09 

provider manual.) You must offer a formula even if: 

 The infant now gets breast milk. 

 The parent supplies formula. 

1. If you and the parent change your agreement 

regarding who supplies what, you must inform 

us. Submit a new Parent/Provider Formula 

Agreement to the WECA office, and write 

“revised” on it (See p. 40 of your 8/09 manual). 

2. You must inform WECA when a parent brings 

solid food for an infant meal or snack. Always 

supply at least one infant menu item to be paid 

for that infant meal/snack. 

 On Infant Menu/Attendance Forms, 

highlight in yellow all the solid foods 

supplied by the parent (continued).  

 (Continued) If you claim online with 

CACFP.Net, complete and submit the 

“Infant Food Provided” online form at 

wisconsinearlychildhood.org (under 

Food Program, Online Forms).  

 Providers who claim online with C-K 

Kids (Minute  Menu), must include the 

required information in Claim Notes, 

located under the Meal Counts tab (See 

p. 38, in your 8/09 manual).  [2/3]
